In addition to a Type B license, the contractor must have commercial general 

liability insurance ($1,000,000/$2,000,000) and commercial automobile liability 

insurance ($1,000,000).

“We’re also looking for volunteer skilled labor to help with concrete, masonry, 

plumbing electrical and paint,” said Herman.
