Residents are also encouraged to stay informed about the coming “El Nino”. “A 

good resource for storm information and tips is the Web site www.lacounty.gov/elnino,” 

said Palmdale Communications Manager John Mlynar. “It provides storm-related 

resources including safety tips, weather forecasts, and information for homeowners 

affected by floods and mudslides. Additionally, visitors can find info guides, PSAs, and a 

dedicated Twitter feed of first responder agencies tweeting about this year’s storms. It is 

mobile-friendly and can be instantly translated into 90 languages.” 

 

“We always encourage our residents to prepare for emergencies as we live in an 

area that is susceptible to earthquakes, fires and floods,” Mlynar said. “In a major
