Celebrated on June 19, the term is a combination of the words 
June and nineteenth, and is recognized as a state holiday or special 
day of observance in most states.

Opening remarks will be made by Ruth Knight, followed by the 
opening prayer by Lemozine Riddick, the Pledge of Allegiance, the 
Negro National Anthem and a history of Juneteenth by Kathryn White. 
Also featured will be arecognition of the Red Hatters, Legacy 
Commons Line Dancers, the reading of poems by Stella Hogan and 
Bruce Robinson and the grand finale of “Reach Out and Touch.”
