 “Kaleidoscope is a unique art show of exhibitors who create original artwork, 

providing an opportunity for the general public to learn, enjoy and appreciate art and 

culture,” said Palmdale Director of Recreation and Culture Keri Smith.  “To meet this 

purpose, Kaleidoscope is open to all artists as a place for the presentation and sale of 

their original, creative designs and work.”  

As part of the event’s mission, exhibitors will be required to provide an 

informational display for visitors that highlights the artist’s work, provides background 
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biography, and information on how the artwork was created.  Examples include a photo 

display, video or published articles with a description of how the art/craft was created.  A 

demonstration of an essential element of the art/craft in the booth is highly desirable. 

This unique art and music event will feature stages of live music and visual and 

performing arts, artisan vendors and wares, food, educational displays and craft beers 

with The Art of The Brew.
