Participants who successfully complete requirements will receive 

certification necessary to apply for a summer job at the City’s three swimming pools and at the 

DryTown Water Park.  

The academy will be held on Friday evenings 6 to 9 pm and all day Saturdays and Sundays 

during scheduled dates. Lifeguard Academy will begin on Friday, September 5 and run until 

Sunday, September 21.  The cost is discounted for Palmdale residents to $80, and is $96 for non-

residents.
