Air Supply Kicks Off Palmdale Summer Concert Series at The Amp 
Duo Celebrating Its 40th Anniversary 

 
PALMDALE – The City of Palmdale’s Summer Concert Series at the Palmdale 

Amphitheater (The Amp) kicks off this Saturday, July 11 at 8 pm with the legendary soft 

rock duo Air Supply. 

Due to overwhelming demand, more VIP seating has been added for the show. 

VIP tickets are available for $20, which includes express entry and seating at the front 

of the stage, ensuring that VIP ticket holders can arrive just before the concert and still 

get one of the best seats in the house. VIP seating is theater style (first-come, first-

served). 

General admission tickets are $10. Both VIP and general admission tickets are  

available at www.cityofpalmdale.org/amp, or at the gate on the day of each concert 

beginning at 4 pm on a cash-only basis. 

Gates open at 6 pm and the concerts begin at 8 pm rain or shine. Guests are 

encouraged to bring lawn chairs or blankets. Carry-in food, beverages, coolers, alcohol 

and pets are not permitted. Food, beer and wine will be available for purchase. 

Celebrating their 40th anniversary in 2015, Air Supply members Graham Russell 

and Russell Hitchcock met on May 12, 1975, at rehearsals for “Jesus Christ Superstar” 

in Sydney, Australia. They became instant friends with their common love for The

Beatles and, of course, singing. In 1980, “Lost in Love” became the fastest selling single 

in the world, leaping to the top of all of the charts and was named Song of the Year. 

Seven top-five singles later, Air Supply at that time had equaled The Beatles’ run of 

consecutive top five singles. The albums Lost in Love, The One That You Love, Now & 

Forever, and The Greatest Hits sold in excess of 20 million copies. The trademark 

sound of Russell Hitchcock’s soaring tenor voice and Graham Russell’s simple yet 

majestic songs created a unique sound that would forever be known as Air Supply. 

Now in its 11th year, the Summer Concert Series will also feature Los Lobos on 

July 18, En Vogue on July 25 and Montéz de Durango on Aug. 1.

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About The Amp 

The Amp at Marie Kerr Park is the Antelope Valley’s premier outdoor 

entertainment venue, providing audiences with a blend of high-energy concert 

performances and community-based programming. Its convenient location, great sight 

lines and comfortable, grassy seating areas are complemented by Saturday evening 

concerts and Friday evening Family Movie Nights presented during summer months. 

For many years, the City of Palmdale hosted the Starlight Concert Series on a 

baseball field at Marie Kerr Park, and guests would come as early as 3 am to set out 

their blankets and stake their spots to watch entertainers perform on a portable stage. 

There were often smaller events held prior to the concerts, like Family Western Days, 

Taste of the Valley and the Fourth Saturday Cruise. Soon, however, the concerts were 

bursting at the seams with guests, and it became clear that a larger venue was needed. 

In 2005, after Palmdale residents voted for a bond measure to provide funds for 

the construction, the Palmdale Amphitheater was opened at the newly expanded Marie 

Kerr Park site, ushering in a new era. The new amphitheater featured amenities that 

were not available at the old site, such as permanent restrooms, areas for food vendors, 

and a green room for the entertainers.
