Palmdale’s Ed Robinson is 2015 “Walk on Words” Poetry Contest Winner
Work to Be Stamped in Concrete at DryTown Water Park

PALMDALE - The City of Palmdale’s Public Art Committee has selected a poem by
Palmdale resident Ed Robinson as the winning entry in the third annual “Walk on Words”
poetry contest.

As part of City’s Public Art program, entrants were asked to submit original
compositions that were no more than 12 lines long, including title, with a maximum of 35
characters per line, including spaces.

For
his efforts, he won a family 4-pack of DryTown season passes, as well as having his
poem stamped in concrete at DryTown.
