Notice is hereby given to the general public that the City of Palmdale (City) has preparsd a DRAFT substantial
amendment to the Consolidated Plan and the 2008 Action Plan for the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP)
in accordance with the requirements of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), The
Neighborhood Stabilization Program was approved under Title Il of Division B of the Housing and Economic
Recovery Act of 2008 (HERA).

In accordance with the NSP implementing regulations and the requirements of HUD, this notice is to invite review
and public comment of the City of Paimdale’s proposal to amend the 2005-2010 Consolidated Plan and the 2008-
2009 Action Plan to include the Neighborhood Stabilization Program, the application to HUD for NSP funds,
required cerfifications, and related proposed program expenditures.

The City anticipates receiving an allocation of NSP funds in the amount of $7,434,301.
